Students in grades Kindergarten through High School will be provided with Free breakfast and Free Lunch starting the 2018-2019 School Year.
Parents/ Guardians will no longer be required to complete a school lunch application, however they will be required to complete a Community Eligibility Provision (CEP) Socioeconomic information form each school year.
